“...until we can control our own violence, our owrgan, our own hostility, our own
meanness, our own greed, it's going to be so,sbasd to do anything out there.”
She continues, “So | think of any movement for jgeaied justice as something about
stabilizing our inner spirit so that we can go o &ring into the world a vision that
is much more humane than the one we have domioday’

And such sentiments should stand along with Chotasdgmonition of the media for
being all too cozy with the big guys, too dependsnthe power brokers for their
news, and this of course includes our women comeaerst and reporters.

A national conference on media reform was helth@tMinneapolis Convention Center on June 6 - 88200

and among the thousands of attendees were lan Bdiang,Hanson Harrison and me, Maggie Rawland from
our WILPF branch.

The conference was put on by Free Press, a natioo@bartisan organization working to reform thedraeThey
state "Through education, organizing and advocazypremote diverse and independent media ownersingng
public media, and universal access to communicstiarhis conference is an example of their effentrss.

In fact, to get an idea of how big a conferencs tms, there were a total of 265 illustrious spesakad presenters.
They came from Seattle and San Francisco to New dod Washington, D.C. - and everyplace else iwben,
not to mention Hawaii and Alaska. Foreign countreggesented were Germany, Switzerland, Finlanedew,
Mexico, Nepal, Thailand, Ghana and probably othetsencountered.

There were over 70 workshops. The first workshogh@se was titled Media and Democracy Reform chosen
because one of the panel members was David Cobbentame | had seen on materials from Program on
Corporations, Law and Democracy (POCLAD). In tbarse of his presentation he mentioned very briefly
corporate personhood. It prompted a question framomwhy there wasn't more discussion on corporate
personhood, and David's answer disappointed nte brevity. After the workshop was over | wentatktto him
personally.

For Hiroshima / Nagasaki Observance
Day (Japanese perspective)
Tae Kobayashi Campbell

| am going to talk about why as a Japanese citizen;
have been confused about my feelings about the
atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki. On the
one hand, my country was a victim of the horrific
devastation of atomic explosions and their aftehmat
On the other hand, my country invaded, occupied, an
exploited neighbouring Asian countries. | willltgbu
three examples of the ongoing struggle in Japan to
prevent more Hiroshima's and Nagasaki's.

Speaking for the victims, it is important to me to
witness to the true cost in human lives. Droppihg
the atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki killed
over 200, 000 people in 1945. Over the last 63syear
an additional 400,000 people died. There are more
than 250,000 survivors within and outside Japan whg
continue to suffer the medical effects of radiation
poisoning, survivor guilt, and social re-victimieat
through denial of marriage and job discrimination.
Part of my feeling confused is my shame at the
Japanese imperial militarism. The national
propaganda and the brainwashing of the citizens
crafted the invasion and colonization of Asian
countries. This deception and manipulation by the
military government still affects us. For examgles
US military’s claim, that the atomic bombing was
necessary to end the watr, is still repeated by the

by the Japanese corporate media. Last year, the
Japanese Minister of Defense, though he was elected
from Nagasaki said, “the bombing was inevitable.”
The people of Nagasaki and the city government of
Nagasaki and the nuclear survivors officially psbéel
his statement.
There is an atmosphere of legitimizing the atomic
bombing. I think there is a distorted feeling ofly
that is, since the Japanese had caused the war, we
should accept the militaristic consequences. Bistis
such a dangerous idea, which is created by theiatom
super power, the United States. At least thoseavbo
still suffering should not be undermined by the
propaganda that encourages making and using of the
nuclear weapons. Those atomic bombs were
deliberately dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki, and
those civilian victims never had to die.
My first of three examples of the ongoing strugigle
define the consequences of the war is that of
compensating the atomic bomb survivors. This year,
due to many lawsuits brought by the survivors, the
Japanese government finally amended the Atomic
Bomb Survivors Relief Law. Now the atomic bomb
survivors who live outside Japan will receive a road
allowance from the Japanese government, without the
having to come to Japan. Those previously ignored
survivors are mostly Koreans who came to Japan,
some as immigrant workers and some as forced
laborers.
My second example is about the perpetuation of
warfare. The most obvious militarization in Ja&an
that of the archipelago of Okinawa. Though the US
occupation of main land Japan ended in 1952,
Okinawa stayed a US territory until 1972. Nowgthr
guarters of all US military bases in Japan are
concentrated in Okinawa. The people of Okinawa bear
a heavy burden. Planes and helicopters frequently
crash near the bases. Military personnel, under US
military law, commit crimes and violence to women
with impunity. Okinawa, without a choice, becomes
part of US military bombings, because of Okinawa’s
convenient location to supply the Korean War, the
Vietnam War, and even the current Afghanistan and
Iraq war. Okinawa represents the physical and
financial support of Japan for US militarism, for
example, invasion of Afghanistan and Iraq.

So wHdrear
Barack Obama say that he will meet with world leade
such as those in Iran, without pre-conditionsel Bn
elation and hope for peace that | thought no dditi
could deliver to the world. Why? Because pre-cioms
emphasize the differences between us, assumerhey a
unassailable, and effectively render communicabion
diplomacy pointless even before it is given a cleanc

The population of Iran (70 million, 2/3 of whicheabelow
30) is unhappy and frustrated with the Islamic megjs
hardliners and overwhelmingly favors democracy...asst
any freedom-loving group of people would. Howevbey
are not in favor of war. They do not want a foregpwer
to come and bomb their homes, kill their childreccupy
their streets with guns and tanks, and then |cae weak
and ruined to fend for themselves. No one wouldtviais
for their homeland. The majority of Iranians, harel in
Iran, are vehemently opposed to a US-led war aghans.

Recently, several high profile Iranian American
organization%vvrote a letter to the leaders of Iran, the UK
and the US, asking them to give diplomacy a chafitey
asked that these countries set aside all pre-gondiand
resume direct and open negotiations. The lettdeethus,
“We urge the people of the US, the UK and all cdestin

the Middle East—all men and women of conscience and
character—to press their leadership to be resplenaiid
statesmanlike during this time of great dangeritfarthe
children, the innocents and civil society that alsa
ultimately pay the price of our failure to do so.”

My hope is that the people of America will look ptse
cynical political rhetoric of war and call upon thewn
instincts as ordinary people of the world to see th
irretrievable devastation that a war against Iraoibe/
cause. And as we prepare to celebrate fhenBual Peace
Day on September 21, | urge everyone to deliver to
Washington a cry of “NO!” to more watr, in favor tieir
fellow human beings across the globe.
